Payment notifications will be distributed to parents separately. At that time, parents should bring the payment slip
to the administration office to make the payment. Late payments will be considered as forfeiting the spot, and it
will be filled by a candidate on the waiting list.

(1) Extracurricular activity name: Painting class

Description To inspire young children's imagination and self-expression, enhance their observation and
understanding of everyday objects. The class will teach basic drawing techniques,
combinations of geometric shapes, and composition. Through the process of drawing,
children's confidence and creative abilities will be strengthened.

If children have
completed the content of this stage and are qualified, the association will regularly arrange

upgrade tests.

The Taekwondo robe is ordered directly from
the coach at the first class. The discounted price of each set of robes is $260.
