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Circular No.8 for 2025-2026 (3.1/2026)

(1) The "Learning Performance Assessment Report" will be distributed today. Parents are requested to read,
sign, and return it to the school by 11 March (Wednesday). If needed, please make your own copies.
All report forms are original; replacements will not be issued for any lost copies. Parents are advised to
take note.

(2) To encourage children to develop a habit of eating fruits and vegetables, parents are invited to
participate in the "Fruit and Vegetable Diary Card Reward Scheme" recommended by the Department
of Health. After your child eats fruit and vegetable each day, reward them with a fruit and vegetable
sticker and place the sticker on the diary card. If children collect seven fruit and vegetable stickers
within a week, they will receive commendation stickers from the teacher (this will run for a total of
four weeks).The fruit and vegetable diary cards will be distributed on 19 March (Thursday). The
recording period is from 23 March to 19 April. Please return the completed fruit and vegetable diary
cards to the class teacher on 20 April (Monday) for statistical purposes and to receive commemorative
certificates.

(3) 20 March (Friday) is the graduation trip day for K3 students. There will be no classes for K1 and K2
students on that day. There are no extracurricular activities on that day.

(4) The staff of "Tim Kee School Uniforms" will set up a counter at the school to sell summer school
uniforms for students on 26 March (Thursday). The counter will be open from 11:00 AM to 1:30 PM.
If you wish to purchase school uniforms, please visit the school during these hours. The North Gate
will be closed at noon on this day; parents of K3 classes should queue at the West Gate for pick-up.
* Please bring your own eco-friendly bags.

(5) 27 March (Friday) is the birthday party with the theme " Dream Wonderful Occupations " Students are
encouraged to wear costumes, head decorations or tools representing different occupations back to
school. There is no need to bring school bags or homework bags. Please remember to bring your cup,
plate, towel, and towel box to school. The school will provide water and sponge cake. Classes will be
dismissed one hour early:

by the school. If students complete their reading after 1 June, they will need to apply for the certificate
themselves through J.B Creative Limited (email: info@jbcreative.hk). The deadline for self-application
for the certificate is June 30 (Monday).

(7) Easter holiday and Ching Ming Festival holiday will be from 2 April (Thursday) to 11 April (Saturday).
Classes will resume on 13 April (Monday). According to the information from the Centre for Health
Protection, influenza is still in its peak period. During the holidays, the chances of going to public
places or traveling abroad will increase. Parents are advised to pay close attention to their children's
physical conditions and maintain personal hygiene!

(8) 23 April to 24 April are designated as teacher development days, no school on the days. Classes will
resume on 27 April (Monday).
